It can
be a monologue or scene you perform, a movement piece,
a sample of music selection, even a piece of writing.
Maximum length for live performance is 2 minutes.

3) Any text or photo material can be sent together with
your email

4) You must send an email with your name (team name),
list of participants, your files (like to your files) to
live@pansa.org with DIGITAL in the subject line.

VIEWING: PANSA will embed each submission onto the PANSA
website. The online audience will be allowed to vote for
their favourite response.
